TOPSOIL — ALL TOPSOIL SHALL MEET THE BIOFILTER
SOIL MIX SPECIFICATIONS OUTLINED ON SHEET 1
(GRADING PLAN). A MINIMUM OF 6 INCHES OF TOPSOIL
SHOULD COVER ALL PLANTING AREAS, EXCEPT BEACH
NOURISHMENT AREAS.

MULCHING — WOOD CHIP OR BARK MULCH SHALL BE
PLACED OVER ZONES 1, 2, AND 3 TO A DEPTH OF 2"
TO 4" IMMEDIATELY AFTER PLANTING. THIS MULCH
SHALL BE PERMANENTLY MAINTAINED AROUND TREES.
STRAW MULCH SHALL BE PLACED OVER ZONES 5
IMMEDIATELY AFTER PLANTING. THE STRAW MULCH
MATERIALS AND APPLICATION SHALL MEET THE
REQUIREMENTS PRESENTED IN CONSERVATION PRACTICE
STANDARD 1058. THIS MULCH MUST BE MAINTAINED
UNTIL SUFFICIENT GRASS COVER HAS BEEN
ESTABLISHED.

A FIBER BLANKET SHALL BE PLACED OVER ZONE 4
AFTER FINAL GRADING IS COMPLETED. THE FIBER
BLANKET SHALL BE A NORTH AMERICAN GREEN S150BN
OR APPROVED EQUIVALENT. LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR
SHALL FOLLOW MANUFACTURER'S INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE
INSTALLATION AND STAKING OF ALL FIBER BLANKETS.
ALL FIBER BLANKETS AND STAKES SHALL BE
BIODEGRADABLE PER PROJECT SPECIFICATIONS.

ZONE 1 PLANTING — SPECIES PLANTED IN ZONE 1
SHOULD BE A MIXTURE OF SPECIES CHOSEN FROM THE
LIST OF APPROPRIATE SPECIES PROVIDED ON THE PLAN.

ZONE 2 & 3 PLANTING — ALL TREES AND SHRUBS
SHALL BE PLANTED ACCORDING TO AMERICAN
NURSERYMAN'S STANDARDS. WHEN PLANTING IN AREAS
WITH A FIBER BLANKET, AN "X" PATTERN SHALL BE CUT
IN THE BLANKET AND REPLACED UNDER THE TREE OR
SHRUB.

ZONE 4 PLANTING — LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR SHALL
FOLLOW SUPPLIERS RECOMMENDATIONS FOR PLANTING
THE DUNE GRASS. MARRAM GRASS SHALL BE PLANTED
AS LIVE PLANTS OR BARE ROOT STOCK. THE
CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR MAINTAINING
THE INTEGRITY OF THE FIBER BLANKET DURING THE
PLANTING PROCESS. GRASS SPECIES FROM ZONE 1
MAY BE PLANTED IN ZONE 4 IN ADDITION TO MARRAM
GRASS IF DESIRED.

ZONE 5 PLANTING — TURF GRASS MATCHING THE
EXISTING ADJACENT TURF GRASS SHALL BE REPLACED
WITHIN ZONE 5. THE GRASS SHOULD BE SEEDED
ACCORDING TO THE STATE OF WISCONSIN STANDARD
SPECIFICATIONS FOR HIGHWAY AND STRUCTURE
CONSTRUCTION SECTION 630.

TIMING OF PLANTING — THE PLANTING OF ALL SHRUBS
SHALL BE COMPLETED PRIOR TO THE PLANTING OF
ZONES 1, 4, AND 5. PLANTING SCHEDULES MUST BE
COORDINATED WITH THE SUPPLIERS OF VARIOUS PLANT
MATERIALS.

FENCING — PLASTIC TYPE TEMPORARY FENCING SHALL
BE PLACED ALONG MARGINS OF ALL CORD WALKS,
WALKWAYS, AND ZONES 1, 4, AND 5 AFTER PLANTING.

. WARRANTY AND MAINTENANCE — ALL PLANTINGS SHALL

BE WATERED AND MAINTAINED DURING THE 12 MONTH
WARRANTY PERIOD. MULCH AND FIBER BLANKET
STAKING SHALL ALSO BE MAINTAINED AS DESIGNATED
DURING THE 12 MONTH WARRANTY PERIOD. TEMPORARY
FENCING MUST BE MAINTAINED FOR TWO GROWING
SEASONS AFTER PLANTING, EXCEPT FOR ZONE 5 WHICH
CAN BE REMOVED ONCE LAWN IS ESTABLISHED. SEE
MAINTENANCE PLAN FOR SPECIFICATIONS.

. PLANT HEIGHT CONSIDERATIONS — PLANTS ARE

EXPECTED TO GROW TO HEIGHTS AT THE LOWER END OF

HARSHNESS OF THE LOCAL ENVIRONMENT. THE HEIGHT
OF GRASSES GIVEN MAY INCLUDE THE SEED HEADS,
